VENDING POLICY 

 
Vendors are required to follow the rules of the Deposit Lumberjack Committee. These 
guidelines include, but are not limited to: 
 
APPLICATION PROCESS: 
The Deposit Lumberjack Committee will notify you upon acceptance of your application. 
Your acceptance is conditional based upon proper payment, sale item limitations and other 
festival guidelines.

4 day Food Vendor     –                 Approx. 20x20 - $350.00 
4 day Field Vendor     –                 Approx. 20x20 - $200.00 
4 day ½ Field Vendor –                 Approx. 10x20 - $125.00 
1 day – Front St. Saturday Only – Approx. 15x15 - $35.00 
Event Camping – Vendors Only -                               $50.00 
 
ONLY gas grills and fryers. NO ELECTRIC! 
Electric & Water is available for Field and Food applications only. These areas are located 
on the main Festival grounds at the Fireman’s Park. You may park your vehicle on your 
spot as long as it fits. Space is very limited and the Committee must strictly enforce this 
rule. 
 
Spaces are distributed on a first come, first serve basis and per item basis. The Committee 
also reviews the performance of each vendor from the previous year in terms of compliance 
with rules and cooperation. The Committee must limit the number of vendors providing 
similar products to insure a wide diversity of products to the public and undiluted returns 
to vendors. 
 
Spaces will not be distributed without payment. There are no exceptions! Return of the 
application does not ensure you a space. Proper payment and Committee review will 
determine vendor selection. Payment must be in the form of a personal check or money 
order payable to the Deposit Lumberjack Festival, Inc. P.O. Box 282, Deposit, NY  13754.   
NO POSTDATED CHECKS ACCEPTED.  
Payment AFTER June 15 by bank money order or cash only. 
 
TRASH & RECYCLING: 
All vendors are responsible for the sorting, recycling and disposal of trash. Please use the 
large dumpsters and marked recycling containers. The smaller trash cans are intended for 
Lumberjack Festival patrons. Vendors are expected to keep their areas neat and free of 
trash and waste.
